
A Round will consist of 10 ends and shooters will be given 2 minutes 30 seconds to shoot 3 arrows (20 
yards) during each end.  The X ring will count as 11 points, small yellow outer ring will score as 10, 
remaining yellow will score as 9, then remaining rings will score 8,7 & 6 (respectively).  The maximum 
possible score for a round is 330. (Note: Cub division shoots at 10 yds.) 
 
Entry fee for all ages is $15.00. Trophies will be provided for Cub and Youth classes.   A 50% payback 
will be awarded for Adult classes.    The JACKPOT class entry fee is $30 and 75% payback will be 
awarded!   
 
Participants may register and shoot multiple rounds (based on availability), but only the highest score 
will be eligible for payouts/awards. Participants may only be eligible for payouts/awards in one class.
