CONSERVATION COMMITTEE
78th Annual Conservation Federation of Missouri Convention Report

Having just returned from JeffersonCity after attending
my4th conventionastheMBHrepresentative Icontinueto
be impressed by the conservation system we currently
have in thestateofMissouri. Thereare lotsof issuesbeing
debated in the Missouri legislature that will negatively
impact theway conservation is regulated inMissouri.We
must all be diligent and try to keep abreast of the
proposedchangesandstop themfrombecomingpolitical
and regional decisions that hog tie the Missouri
Department of Conservation frommanaging our outdoor
resources. If we let politiciansmake the decisions instead
of using MDC biologists, the Conservation Commission,
and the Conservation Federation of Missouri to manage
Missouri Conservation it will negatively impact every
aspectof theMissouri outdoors and its related industries.

There are three major areas of concern;
1. A Constitutional Amendment is being proposed

that if pasted by the legislature would call for a
state wide vote to allow a Joint Committee of the
House & Senate to approve or disapprove
everything theMDCdoes fromstate conservation
land management to fishing & hunting seasons. I
don’t always approveof everything theMDCdoes
but I really don’twant politicians controllingwhat
happens to our conservation resources!

2. Legislation is also being proposed to reclassify
captive deer and elk as agricultural animals just
like cattle & swine. This would effectively remove
the MDC from having any authority over the
almost 300 captive facilities in our state to control
diseases like CWD that could infect our wild deer
herd. Currently the MDC is trying to control the
spread of Chronic Wasting Disease that was
discovered at a fenced deer hunting facility in
Macon County. Even if you don’t agree with the
regulations that the MDC has issued for the six
county CWD containment zone surely you agree
that the MDC has the right to protect our wild
white-­‐tailed deer herd and the hunting heritage
we all enjoy.

3. Legislation to transfer the Ozark Riverways from
National Park status andprotection to the stateof
Missouri. The National Park System has operated
the Riverways for nearly 50 years and should
continue to do so. If the State of Missouri takes
over it will cost the Missouri State Park System 8
million dollars annually that it doesn’t have in the
budget.

It’s up to us to let our state legislature’s knowwe don’t
want any of these things to happen. So call, email, or tell
them face to face to stop!

Here are a few highlights from the Conservation
Federation of Missouri convention this past weekend.
* 34 Resolutions& recommendationswere passed onto

the MDC, DNR, & State Legislature covering subjects on
enhancing State Park facilities, pollution control &
cleanup, wetlands management, quail habitat, solar
energy, waste management, sportsman's rights, NASP
programs, and inspection requirements for the captive
cervid industry.
* 1 Resolution did not pass by a general session vote on

Sunday morning. This resolution would have allowed
crossbows in the general archery season for youth ages 6
to15andadults65andolder. Itwassoundlydefeatedwith
only 3 yes votes and 100+ no votes.

* MDC NASP program is alive and well. Student
participationwill top100,000atover340Missouri schools
this year. Funding for the program will increase in the
2014/15 school year as well.
*MDCwill be holding publicmeetings to get input from

hunters over the summer about deer management
practices. Antlerless permits are being cut back across the
state. Season dates and length will remain the same for
2014.
*NonewcasesofCWDwere foundduring the2013deer

season.

Season Summary; 16 MBH members turned in reports last
season. There were 45 deer reports, 6 turkey, 2 fish and one
coyote for a total of 54 reports during the past year. Ten
members killed more than one deer.

1 killed two deer, 3 killed three deer, 4 killed four deer, and
2 members killed six deer this season. There were 31 does, 10
antlered bucks, and 4 button bucks harvested. For the third
year in a row no one turned in a P&Y buck entry. I saw some
photos of bucks that would have qualified but no one
submitted an entry. This year the average shot distance was
less than 20 yards with average shot of 18.9 yards. This past
season 29 deer were harvested in the PM hours and 16 in the
AM hours.

Carbon arrows were used on all of the harvests and
broadheads were split right down the middle with 19
mechanical and 18 fixed blade designs used on the deer kills.
Onemember Tom “Big Bird” Ciak actually used a flint knapped
broadhead to take his buck! Only 3 deer were taken on public
ground.44deerweretakenoutof treestandsandonlyonedeer
taken from a blind.

There were only six turkey reports submitted, all six turkeys
were killed in the fall, submitted by 3 members. Three of the
birds were shot from a blind, two from treestands, and one by
stalking. Average shot was 16.33 yards. All six turkey kills were
on private ground. One member harvested 3 of the turkeys
reported this year.

I received only 2 fish reports and one predator report for the
past year.

Just for fun I looked at themanufacturers used in the harvest
reports this past year and came up with the following;
