Department of Conservation to continue current archery
legal limits of two bucks per archery season.
The issue of allowing crossbows during all of archery
season was discussed at length however no resolutions
either for or against the MDC’s proposal were passed
from committee.

I also learned that almost all of the legislative bills that
targeted the MDC concerning everything from repealing
the Conservation sales tax to requiring the MDC to
reimburse automobile owners $500 for damages from
deer collisions are dead. However there is still one threat;
SJR 1 (Munzlinger) -­‐ Modifies the membership
composition and terms of service of the commissioners
on the Conservation Commission.
This bill proposes to change the makeup of the
Conservation Commission from 4 members that are
responsible for conservation issues all across the state to
appointing one member from each of the 8 MDC state
districts. This would lead to each member fighting for
what’s best in their district causing politics to become the
determining factor in decisions instead of sound
conservation practices.

Convention Report.
Having just returned from Jefferson City after attending
my 5th convention as the MBH representative I continue to
be impressed by the conservation system we currently
have in the state of Missouri. Here are a few highlights
from the Conservation Federation of Missouri Annual
Convention held on March 20-­‐22, 2015.
With over 300 attendees, the convention was a
productive, event-­‐filled weekend spent with passionate
conservationists. CFM presented 12 scholarships to
students on Friday evening. These scholarships recognized
both undergraduates and graduates for their hard work
and dedication to our natural resources. The most unique
portion of the Annual Convention is the resolution
process. Much of the weekend is spent crafting,
perfecting, discussing and passing resolutions. This year 22
resolutions were passed, which can be found at http://
confedmo.org/2015-­‐2/. The 55 Conservation Leadership
Corps (CLC) students in attendance spent much of their
weekend crafting their resolutions. They worked in groups
and with conservation professionals to produce 13 of the
22 resolutions passed. I was the Co-­‐Chairman of the
Archery Committee along with MBH lifetime member Dick
Wood this year. We passed two resolutions; the first was
authored by CLC students and reads as follows;
RESOLVED that the Conservation Federation of Missouri
assembled at the Capitol Plaza Hotel,
Jefferson City, MO, this 22nd day of March 2015
encourages the Missouri Department of Conservation to
increase the hunter education certification requirements
on tree stand safety.
The second resolution was authored by past CFM
president Mike Schallon and reads as follows;
RESOLVED, that the Conservation Federation of Missouri
assembled at the Capitol Plaza hotel, Jefferson City, MO,
this 21st day of March, 2015, urges the Missouri
